All other grades will be determined by the age restrictions determined by the Ministry of Education Age Policy then by
previous schooling of the student as stated on their transfer certificates.

Entry Requirements

Places will be offered to those students most likely to benefit from the programs offered by AIS. If your application is
successful, a non-refundable registration fee of AED 1,000 is required within one week of approval to secure your child’s
enrolment. Your application will not be processed without this being paid.

Admission Procedures
Students must participate in an interview with a member of the school administration (Head of School, Deputy Head of
School or Dean of Students) before being offered a place at The Australian International School.

Before an enrolment interview is booked with the school administration, all documentation listed below needs to be
completed in full and provided to the enrolments team. All places are subject to the required documentation being both
produced and correct at this time e.g. birth certificate verifying age, transfer certificate and report cards verifying correct grade
etc.
